                               3rd SUNDAY OF LENT 
 
"But the hour is coming, and is now here, when true worshippers 
will worship the Father in Spirit and truth." Are we true worship-
pers? Do we praise and honor God the Father in the way Jesus 
described to the Samaritan woman at the well? 
It seems that this woman was caught up in logistics about 
WHERE to worship more than HOW to worship. Her people 
worshiped in one place, the Jews in another. She was puzzled by 
this and, even though she could see that Jesus was a prophet, she 
challenged him because she thought perhaps he wasn't a true 
worshipper of God. The Lord's response to her was to shift the 
focus away from a particular physical location for honoring God. 
In essence, he told her that what mattered was that we worship 
God by being filled with his Spirit, "the Spirit of truth, [who] 
will guide you to all truth," as Jesus will say later in John's Gos-
pel (16:13). This woman, whose life was marked by such a sad 
string of broken relationships, had been missing the point. 
Worshipping God means more than merely practicing a commu-
nity ritual or frequenting a sacred site. If we don't come to truly 
know God by welcoming his Spirit into our hearts, then our wor-
ship will be empty and our lives will always be missing some-
thing. The deep fulfillment that is meant to come from following 
the Lord is a fruit of being filled with his Spirit. Without drink-
ing fully of this "living water" that is available to all of us 
through the waters of baptism, we will always be seeking some-
thing more, like this poor woman. Instead, may we be true wor-
shippers, who drink with satisfaction from the Lord's own 
"spring of water welling up to eternal life."

DEACON CORNER:  (BY DEACON AL) 
 

     Since the earliest times of the Church, there is evidence of 
some kind of Lenten preparation for Easter. St. Irenaeus (d. 203) 
wrote to Pope St. Victor I, commenting on the celebration of 
Easter and the differences between practices in the East and the 
West. When This passage was translated from Greek into Latin, 
the punctuation made between "40" and "hours" made the mean-
ing to appear to be "40 days, twenty-four hours a day." The im-
portance of the passage, nevertheless, remains that since the time 
of "our forefathers" -- always an expression for the apostles -- a 
40-day period of Lenten preparation existed. However, the actual 
practices and duration of Lent were still not homogenous 
throughout the Church. Lent became more regularized after the 
legalization of Christianity in A.D. 313. The Council of Nicea 
(325), in its disciplinary canons, noted that two provincial synods 
should be held each year, "one before the 40 days of Lent." Dur-
ing the fourth century several Saints, leaders of the Church, doc-
umented a 40 day period of fasting prior to Easter. By the end of 
the fourth century, the 40-day period of Easter preparation 
known as Lent existed, and that prayer and fasting constituted its 
primary spiritual exercises.

The BRIDGE (Bar Removal of Individuals who Dream and Grow our 
Economy) Act, S.128/H.R. 496, is bipartisan legislation recently intro-
duced in Congress to sustain the temporary relief from deportation and 
employment eligibility offered to youth through the Department of Home-
land Security's Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program. 
Under the BRIDGE Act, young people who came to the United States as 
children would remain eligible to work and live in the U.S. without fear of 
deportation and family separation so long as they meet certain require-
ments: demonstrating a commitment to education or honorable service in 
the military and having no serious criminal history. Act now to encourage 
your Senators and Representative to support and co-sponsor this crucial 
legislation.

Desde los tiempos m§s tempranos de la Iglesia, hay evidencia de 
alg¼n tipo de preparaci·n cuaresmal para la Pascua. San Ireneo 
(203) escribi· al Papa San V²ctor I, comentando la celebraci·n de 
Pascua y las diferencias entre las pr§cticas en Oriente y Occidente. 
Cuando este pasaje fue traducido del griego al lat²n, la puntuaci·n 
entre "40" y "horas" hizo que el significado pareciera ser "40 d²as, 
veinticuatro horas al d²a". La importancia del pasaje, sin embargo, 
sigue siendo que desde el tiempo de "nuestros antepasados" - siem-
pre una expresi·n para los ap·stoles - un per²odo de 40 d²as de 
cuaresma preparaci·n exist²a. Sin embargo, las pr§cticas actuales y 
la duraci·n de la Cuaresma todav²a no eran homog®neas en toda la 
Iglesia. La Cuaresma se regulariz· despu®s de la legalizaci·n del 
cristianismo en el a¶o 313. El Concilio de Nicea (325), en sus 
c§nones disciplinarios, se¶al· que deb²an celebrarse dos s²nodos 
provinciales cada a¶o, "uno antes de los 40 d²as de Cuaresma". Du-
rante el siglo IV varios santos, l²deres de la Iglesia, documentaron 
un per²odo de ayuno de 40 d²as antes de Pascua. A finales del siglo 
IV, el per²odo de 40 d²as de preparaci·n de la Pascua conocido co-
mo Cuaresma exist²a, y que la oraci·n y el ayuno constitu²an sus 
principales ejercicios espirituales.

Rechaze la Legislación Innecesaria con  
Consecuencias Desconocidas 

 
     HB 2000 ha atravesado a trav®s de la Asamblea General y en el 
escritorio del gobernador - áy estamos pidiendo un veto! Las agencias 
locales de aplicaci·n de la ley mantienen una delicada relaci·n de 
confianza con sus comunidades con el fin de mantenerlas seguras. 
Deje al gobernador McAuliffe saber que usted desea permitir que esa 
relaci·n permanezca intacta. 
     La Constituci·n de los Estados Unidos y numerosas decisiones 
judiciales han dejado claro que la aplicaci·n de la ley de inmigraci·n 
es un asunto federal y que los gobiernos locales y estatales tienen el 
derecho de determinar si es en el mejor inter®s de la seguridad p¼blica 
antes de involucrarse. La polic²a local a menudo trabaja con la Agen-
cia de Inmigraci·n y Aduanas de Estados Unidos (ICE) para remover 
criminales peligrosos de la comunidad. Sin embargo, los funcionarios 
locales han descubierto que a veces trabajar en lockstep con ICE tiene 
un efecto escalofriante en las comunidades de inmigrantes y puede 
mantener a muchos - incluyendo a los que son v²ctimas de delitos - de 
cooperar con la polic²a. 
     Aunque han existido casos aislados y altamente publicitados en los 
que las pol²ticas de ciertas localidades no han sido ·ptimas para la 
seguridad p¼blica (y tales ejemplos siempre pueden encontrarse con 
respecto a cualquier tipo de estrategia policial), los funcionarios poli-
ciales han declarado abrumadoramente a favor de la discreci·n local 
Policiamiento eficaz. HB 2000, que aprob· la Asamblea General a 
pesar de la abrumadora oposici·n p¼blica, amenaza este equilibrio. 
Legisladores y l²deres cat·licos en Louisiana, Mississippi y Florida ya 
han rechazado proyectos similares. Por favor, pida al gobernador que 
haga lo mismo. 
     Los obispos de nuestra naci·n han expresado durante mucho tiem-
po la necesidad de que el gobierno federal arreglara nuestro sistema de 
inmigraci·n roto - y muchos estadounidenses est§n de acuerdo con 
ellos. Sin embargo, existe un considerable desacuerdo sobre la mejor 
manera de responder a los 11 millones de inmigrantes indocumentados 
que actualmente residen aqu². Los obispos apoyan un camino hacia la 
ciudadan²a para aquellos que son residentes pac²ficos y la aplicaci·n 
de la ley federal de inmigraci·n de una manera que es "objetivo, pro-
porcional y humano". Como cat·licos, creemos en la promoci·n de 
comunidades seguras y respetando el imperio de la ley, al mismo tiem-
po que protegemos la dignidad de nuestra poblaci·n inmigrante. HB 
2000 no logra ninguno de estos objetivos. 
 
     En la oraci·n y en p¼blico, sus voces son urgentemente necesarias 
para llevar los valores del Evangelio a las decisiones vitales que est§n 
tomando los que los representan.
