REFLECTION 
  

                               4th SUNDAY OF LENT 
 
     "Neither he nor his parents sinned; it is so that the works of 
God might be made visible through him." The prevailing theolo-
gy of Jesus' time led people to believe that any kind of disability 
was a punishment from God. So Jesus' disciples assumed that the 
man born blind suffered that affliction because of someone's sin: 
either his parents' or his own. But Jesus sets the record straight. 
Not only did he reject the idea that the blindness was a punish-
ment for sin; he also went so far as to suggest that this very trial 
was an opportunity for God's glory to be revealed. 
     And sure enough, it was. Jesus worked a miracle of healing 
for the man who followed his directions and "came back able to 
see." So it was that the "works of God" became "visible" through 
a man who was blind! But, ironically, not everyone had the eyes 
to see the miracle. The Gospel tells us that "there was a division 
among them" as they debated whether this remarkable healing 
was really an act of God. 
     Jesus stated that he came "so that those who do not see might 
see." And so, who are we? Are we blinded by our own expecta-
tions of how God is supposed to work? Are we so caught up in 
our own vision of what we wish would happen that we fail to 
appreciate what is actually unfolding before our very eyes? It is 
so easy to perceive trials, disabilities, sickness, and misfortune as 
a curse or the result of being abandoned by God. But today's 
Gospel suggests another reality. In the midst of these very diffi-
culties, God wants to reveal himself, to show his love and mercy. 
It may not always be in the exact way we expect, but without a 
doubt, even in these challenging realms, God is always at work.

DEACON CORNER:  (BY DEACON AL) 
 

     What about fasting? Once the 40 days of Lent were estab-
lished, the next development concerned how much fasting was to 
be done. In Jerusalem, for instance, people fasted for 40 days, 
Monday through Friday, but not on Saturday or Sunday, thereby 
making Lent last for eight weeks. In Rome and in the West, peo-
ple fasted for six weeks, Monday through Saturday, thereby 
making Lent last for six weeks. Eventually, the practice pre-
vailed of fasting for six days a week over the course of six 
weeks, and Ash Wednesday was instituted to bring the number 
of fast days before Easter to 40. The rules of fasting varied. First, 
some areas of the Church abstained from all forms of meat and 
animal products, while others made exceptions for food like fish. 
Second, the general rule was for a person to have one meal a day, 
in the evening or at 3 p.m. These Lenten fasting rules also 
evolved. Eventually, a smaller repast was allowed during the day 
to keep up one's strength from manual labor. Eating fish was 
allowed, and later eating meat was also allowed through the 
week except on Ash Wednesday and Friday. Dispensations were 
given for eating dairy products if a pious work was performed, 
and eventually this rule was relaxed totally. Over the years, mod-
ifications have been made to the Lenten observances, making our 
practices not only simple but also easy.

The BRIDGE (Bar Removal of Individuals who Dream and Grow our 
Economy) Act, S.128/H.R. 496, is bipartisan legislation recently intro-
duced in Congress to sustain the temporary relief from deportation and 
employment eligibility offered to youth through the Department of Home-
land Security's Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program. 
Under the BRIDGE Act, young people who came to the United States as 
children would remain eligible to work and live in the U.S. without fear of 
deportation and family separation so long as they meet certain require-
ments: demonstrating a commitment to education or honorable service in 
the military and having no serious criminal history. Act now to encourage 
your Senators and Representative to support and co-sponsor this crucial 
legislation.

Una vez que se establecieron los 40 d²as 
de Cuaresma, el siguiente desarrollo se refer²a a cu§nto ayuno deb²a 
hacerse. En Jerusal®n, por ejemplo, la gente ayunaba durante 40 
d²as, de lunes a viernes, pero no el s§bado o el domingo, haciendo 
as² que la Cuaresma durara ocho semanas. En Roma y en Occi-
dente, la gente ayunaba durante seis semanas, de lunes a s§bado, 
haciendo que la Cuaresma durara seis semanas. Finalmente, la pr§c-
tica prevaleci· del ayuno durante seis d²as a la semana durante el 
transcurso de seis semanas, y el Mi®rcoles de Ceniza fue instituido 
para llevar el n¼mero de d²as r§pidos antes de Pascua a 40. Las re-
glas del ayuno variaron. En primer lugar, algunas §reas de la Iglesia 
se abstuvieron de todas las formas de carne y productos de origen 
animal, mientras que otras hicieron excepciones para alimentos 
como los peces. En segundo lugar, la regla general era que una per-
sona tuviera una comida al d²a, por la noche o a las 3 p.m. Estas 
reglas de ayuno cuaresmal tambi®n evolucionaron. Eventualmente, 
una comida m§s peque¶a fue permitida durante el d²a para manten-
er una fuerza de trabajo manual. Se permit²a comer pescado, y 
luego comer carne tambi®n se permit²a a trav®s de la semana excep-
to el mi®rcoles de ceniza y el viernes. Las dispensas se dieron para 
comer productos l§cteos si un trabajo piadoso se realiz·, y, final-
mente, esta regla se relaj· totalmente. A lo largo de los a¶os, se han 
hecho modificaciones a las observancias de Cuaresma, haciendo 
que nuestras pr§cticas no s·lo sean sencillas sino tambi®n f§ciles.

     HB 2000 ha atravesado a trav®s de la Asamblea General y en el 
escritorio del gobernador - áy estamos pidiendo un veto! Las agencias 
locales de aplicaci·n de la ley mantienen una delicada relaci·n de 
confianza con sus comunidades con el fin de mantenerlas seguras. 
Deje al gobernador McAuliffe saber que usted desea permitir que esa 
relaci·n permanezca intacta. 
     La Constituci·n de los Estados Unidos y numerosas decisiones 
judiciales han dejado claro que la aplicaci·n de la ley de inmigraci·n 
es un asunto federal y que los gobiernos locales y estatales tienen el 
derecho de determinar si es en el mejor inter®s de la seguridad p¼blica 
antes de involucrarse. La polic²a local a menudo trabaja con la Agen-
cia de Inmigraci·n y Aduanas de Estados Unidos (ICE) para remover 
criminales peligrosos de la comunidad.

Policiamiento eficaz. HB 2000, que aprob· la Asamblea General a 
pesar de la abrumadora oposici·n p¼blica, amenaza este equilibrio. 
Legisladores y l²deres cat·licos en Louisiana, Mississippi y Florida ya 
han rechazado proyectos similares. Por favor, pida al gobernador que 
haga lo mismo. 
     Los obispos de nuestra naci·n han expresado durante mucho tiem-
po la necesidad de que el gobierno federal arreglara nuestro sistema de 
inmigraci·n roto - y muchos estadounidenses est§n de acuerdo con 
ellos. Sin embargo, existe un considerable desacuerdo sobre la mejor 
manera de responder a los 11 millones de inmigrantes indocumentados 
que actualmente residen aqu². Los obispos apoyan un camino hacia la 
ciudadan²a para aquellos que son residentes pac²ficos y la aplicaci·n 
de la ley federal de inmigraci·n de una manera que es "objetivo, pro-
porcional y humano".
